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MEDICAL EXAMINATION
Once a year fighters must pass through medical examination. It takes one day to do it. The focus is on the musculoskeletal system, which includes this eye test, hearing test and a review of pulmonary function. Blood and urine are examined for infections and drugs, in addition, the head of the fighters investigated by imaging techniques. This is especially required to injuries and suspensions after a head-Ko. 

The association receives from the medical department a letter in which the combat capability of the athletes will be assessed with date - in the categories of yes and no. More information on individual medical examinations will not get the association. 
The examination dates , places and the preferred dates for the examinations will be coordinated through the National Association. 

The study will inter alia following: 

Blood tests: complete blood count and blood sedimentation rate, 3 liver enzymes (ALT, AST, GGT), kidney level (creatinine), electrolytes (Na, K, Ca), blood coagulation (Quick, PTT, INR). 

 Infectology: Hepatitis A (infectious jaundice, fecal-oral), hepatitis B (serum hepatitis, sex, IV drug users, etc.), hepatitis C (sex, IV drug users, etc.), HIV, syphilis. 

Urine: urinalysis and urine sediment.

Syphilis diagnosis was added, because this investigation in Europe by the Belgians and by some international organizations - is required - especially in boxing. 

  
Hepatitis A: it is studied, for it is transferred as so-called smear infection, and this is one of the most common means of transmission. 

Skull CT / MRI head / So in cases of severe head-KO In one major study, or for planned early lifting of the will of a barrier of more than 3 months. 

Haemorrhage was also selective and contusions (concussion) are clearly visible on CT. Indirect signs that could indicate, for example, a dementia development, are more visible in MRI. Correlates such as Alzheimer's disease in a way we had found several times in boxers.
